Research and Innovation (UKRI), 
is a ten-day celebration of 
science, technology, engineering 
and maths, featuring entertaining 
and engaging events and 
activities across the UK for people 
of all ages. 

British Science Week provides a 
platform to stimulate and support 
teachers, STEM professionals, 
science communicators and the 
general public to produce and 
participate in STEM events and 
activities. 

This year’s Science Week was a 
fantastic celebration of curiosity, 
creativity and hands-on 
exploration across the school. 
Students enthusiastically took 
part in a series of science-themed 
challenges hidden around the 
building - unlocking clues, solving 
puzzles, and earning prizes linked 
to the world of science. The 
energy around the corridors was 
electric as students raced to 
complete as many challenges as 
possible, writing down their 
answers and proudly claiming 
their rewards. 

A particular highlight came from 
our Year 9 students, who enjoyed 
a special “fun lesson” designed to 

push the limits of physics. Their 
mission? To do the seemingly 
impossible: place one soap 
bubble inside another without 
popping either! Armed with 
bubble wands, trays of solution, 
and a lot of determination, 
students experimented with 
technique, tension and patience. 
The room was filled with 
laughter, excitement and 
triumphant cheers as groups 
successfully created their nested 
bubbles; a simple but 

unforgettable hands-on 
demonstration of surface tension. 

Science Week proved to be an 
exciting and rewarding 
experience for everyone involved. 
Students not only learned 
scientific concepts in a 
memorable way, but also had the 
chance to explore, compete and 
discover just how fun science can 
be.

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Women’s History Month is a time 
to recognise the achievements of 
women who have shaped society 
and education; and one area 
where women have made a 
particularly significant impact in 
recent years is sport. From 
grassroots participation to the 
Olympics, women’s sport has 
become one of the most powerful 
symbols of progress and equality. 

For decades, female athletes 
have challenged prejudicial 
stereotypes and broken records, 
which is evident in the England 
Red Roses’ victory at the 2025 
Women’s Rugby World Cup. The 
crowd of 81,885 was a record for a 
women’s rugby union match, and 
the second highest for any Rugby 
World Cup final across the men's 
and women's tournaments. 

In addition, Hollie Davidson 
became the first referee to 
officiate two Women's Rugby 
World Cup finals. Following this 
victory, female participation 
increased by a whopping 38%, 
and over 35,000 teenage girls 
took up rugby following the 
tournament, proving just how 
valuable female representation in 
sport can be. 

The 2026 Olympics in Milano 
Cortina, Italy, took place last 
month, and female athletes 
displayed remarkable talent, 
inspiring the next generation - 
including myself. I enjoyed sports 
I had never followed before, 
rooting for athletes whose names 
I did not know. The Olympics 

have played a crucial role in 
showcasing this talent to a global 
audience, which is impactful as 
women have not always had 
equal access to competitive sport 
and were often excluded from 
competitions.  

In fact, the 2026 Olympics 
marked 102 years since the 
Winter Olympics began in 1924. 
Although women were allowed to 
compete in those games, they 
were limited to only one event: 
figure skating, in which only 11 
women participated. 

Fast forward and the 2026 Games 
were the most gender-balanced 
Olympic Winter Games in history, 
with women accounting for 47% 
of the athletes. Four new 
women’s events were added to 
the programme, and Milano 
Cortina 2026 featured the highest 
number of women’s events at any 
Winter Olympic Games, with 50 
events compared to 46 at Beijing 
in 2022. 12 of the 16 sport 
disciplines in Milano Cortina were 
fully gender balanced. In addition, 
Eileen Gu from China became the 
most decorated Olympic medal 

holder in freestyle skiing, 
surpassing all previous 
competitors irrespective of sex. 
She achieved 3 medals, including 
gold in halfpipe and 2 silvers in 
slopestyle and Big Air, adding to 
her 3 medals from Beijing (2022), 
bringing her Olympic total to six 
medals just 22 years old. GB 
athlete, Zoe Atkin, won bronze in 
the Women’s Ski Halfpipe, 
securing the record for GB’s most 
successful Winter Games ever in 
terms of medals. 

As we celebrate ‘Women’s 
History Month’, the achievements 
of female athletes remind us just 
how far women’s sport has come. 
From the success of the England 
women’s national rugby union 
team to the gender balance of the 
2026 Winter Olympics and the 
records set by Eileen Gu and 
Team GB, women continue to 
inspire the next generation of 
athletes and shape the future of 
sport. And long may this 
continue!

Women’s History Month: Celebrating Women in Sport 
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One influential woman I would 
like to write about today is 
someone called Leah Williamson. 
Fellow women’s football 
fans would know who I am talking 
about, but for those who are 
unaware, Leah Williamson is a 
women’s footballer who plays for 
Arsenal and is the captain of the 
England national team. Many 
would remember when we came 
together as a nation 
to celebrate the lionesses winning 
the Euros in 2022, and more 
recently in 2025.  

Women’s football doesn’t nearly 
get the recognition it deserves, 
and I want to change that. I would 
like to think I am an advocate for 
the sport. I support my team by 
going to the games as much as 
I possibly can. I even love 
women’s football so much I am 

doing my EPQ about the 
inequalities in the sport. 
Supporting women’s 
football doesn’t just mean going 
to the games, supporting it in its 
simplest form is just accepting it 
as an actual sport, which can be 
played in competitive industries.  

Leah Williamson is a perfect 
advocate for this. In many 
interviews she talks about the 
hardships she faced growing up 
just trying to play the sport she 
loved. In a particular 
interview, she talks about having 
to wear a mouthguard for her 
own safety, and that many 
parents would tell their young 
boys to “go for the girl.” No 
parent should have to worry 
about the safety of their young 
girl just playing a recreational  
sport.  

 

 

And Leah isn't the only person to 
experience this. Countless 
women’s players have come out 
and told similar stories, and it 
needs to stop.  

This is why many of these players, 
including Leah, have gone to such 
lengths to change this at a young 
age. They fund grassroot clubs for 
girls and try to teach children that 
it is okay to be a girl and play 
football. In particular, Leah has 
written a line of children’s 
books in an attempt to normalise 
the sport to children.  

 

Leah Williamson has 
perfectly demonstrated to many 
young girls that you shouldn’t 
stop playing the sport you love 
just because somebody said so.  

Just think, without the Lionesses, 
our sad looking trophy 
shelf would not have more than 
doubled, from a measly 1 to 3!

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Cast Your Worries on 
God 
 
Yesterday, Year 11 took part in an 
uplifting collective worship all 
about letting go of the things that 
weigh us down. At this point in 
the year, when exams, deadlines, 
and big decisions can start to feel 
a bit overwhelming, it was a great 
chance for students to pause and 
breathe. 

We looked at the encouraging 
Bible verse from 1 Peter 5:7: 

“Cast all your anxiety on Him, 
because He cares for you.” 

It was a reminder that we’re not 
expected to carry everything on 
our own; God invites us to give 
our worries to Him, just as we are. 

Students also heard how this idea 
lines up with what modern 
neuroscience tells us. Research 
shows that when we 
acknowledge our worries instead 
of bottling them up, the brain 
responds with more calm and 
clarity. It’s a lovely connection 
between faith and science that 
made the message feel even 
more relatable for Year 11. 

One of the standout moments 
was the balloon activity. Students 
wrote down something that was 
worrying them (no names!) and 
then “cast it away” by throwing 
the balloon forward. It was a 
simple but powerful way to 
practise letting go and trusting 
that things can feel lighter when 

we share our burdens — with God 
and with one another. 

The session ended with a prayer 
asking for God’s peace, courage, 
and guidance as Year 11 continue 
through this busy season. Our 
hope is that students walked 
away feeling supported, 
encouraged, and reminded that 

they don’t face their challenges 
alone. 

We are so proud of Year 11 and 
continue to pray that they feel 
calm, confident, and cared for in 
the weeks ahead.

Have you been inspired by the 
Winter Olympics? Would you be 
interested in sending your son or 
daughter skiing with the school in 
2027? We are considering 
organising a new ski trip for 
students in Year 10 and above 
(current Year 9 and above) to the 
wonderful resort of Hotel 
Miramonti in Passo Del Tonale for 
2027. This would be a new 
additional ski trip different to the 
bi-annual trip to Sugarloaf 
Mountain, Maine in USA.  

 

Our trip would see us staying at 
Hotel Miramonti. It is a high 
quality option with good rooms 
and plenty of hotel facilities and it 
is also perfectly located opposite 
the slopes. It also comes with a 
disco night, pizza night and 
access to a swimming pool.  

With skiing up to 3050 metres, it 
is one of the highest ski areas in 
Europe as it offers Glacier skiing 
meaning the snow is secure all 
season. The ski school is highly 
regarded as one of the best for 

school groups in Italy and they 
will offer us 5 hours of tuition per 
day. 

We are working again using a 
specialist group tour operator, 
Rayburn Tours. We have used this 
company before and have been 
extremely impressed with their 
excellent levels of support and 
expertise. Rayburn have been 
operating trips for schools since 
1965. Rayburn Tours is ABTA 
bonded and ATOL protected, as 
well as being accredited by 
‘Learning Outside the Classroom’ 
and the ‘School Travel Forum’.

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Can we please 
remind you we are a 
nut free school? 
                   
Students who suffer from nut 
allergies can develop a severe, 
potentially life-threatening 
allergic reaction. 
 
If someone has a nut allergy it is 
not just eating nuts that can 
cause a severe reaction, just 
being touched on the skin or 
smelling the breath of someone 
who has had nuts or a product 
containing nuts can trigger 
anaphylactic shock (which can 
cause breathing and swallowing 
difficulties). 

First aid staff in the school are 
trained to use the Epi-pens (an 
injection of adrenalin) which is 
required immediately if this 
happens. However, we cannot 
have nuts in school in any form. 

So please can we ask that you 
have no products containing nuts 
in lunch boxes or brought into the 
school as treats.

Essex Cup Quarter Final - 

Becket Keys vs Great 

Baddow School 

The Year 8 and 9 combined girls’ 
football team produced a 
dominant and memorable 
performance to secure their spot 
in the Essex Cup Semi Finals, 
defeating Great Baddow School 
6–0. 

 The squad stepped off the bus 
looking a little lethargic after the 
journey, but once the whistle 
blew, they slowly grew into the 
game and showed their quality. 
The opening 20 minutes were 
evenly contested, with both sides 
battling for control in midfield 
and creating half-chances. 
Despite the slow start, the girls 
gradually increased their 
intensity, pressing well and 
moving the ball with purpose. 

 The breakthrough came when 
Ama produced a brilliant piece of 
dribbling on the edge of the box, 
drawing a foul in a dangerous 
position. She then took full 
responsibility for the resulting 
free kick and calmly curled it into 
the net to give Becket Keys a 1–0 
lead. With confidence rising, the 
team pushed on. Shortly before 
half-time, Charlotte S found 
space and tucked away a well-

worked team move to double the 
advantage. 

The second half began in perfect 
fashion. A sharp, high-energy 
restart saw Gabby make a surging 
run down the wing before 
finishing confidently to make it 3–
0. From there, Becket Keys took 
full control. Charlotte S continued 
her superb form, adding two 
more goals to complete a 
deserved hat-trick and extend the 
lead to 5–0. The final goal came 
from Ama, who stepped up to a 
free kick on the edge of the box 
and replicated her earlier finish; 
another composed strike to seal 
the 6–0 victory. 

This was a fantastic team display 
from start to finish, showcasing 
resilience, teamwork, and clinical 
finishing against a strong Great 
Baddow side. 

 With this win, the girls progress 
to the Essex Cup Semi Final, 
where they will face Redden 
Court at home.
